Moving bodies take over a familiar urban space in this new work exploring what it means to put yourself on 

the line for something you believe in. Liesel Zink’s The Stance is a site specific dance and sound work 

investigating the choreography of bodies in protest. Created, rehearsed and performed in public space, it 

draws from the history of protest at the site in which it is presented and responds to recent acts of 

worldwide collective action.  

 

Nine dancers perform to a live, original sound composition transmitted through wireless headphones. This 

intimate viewing experience is designed to prompt audiences and passers-by to consider the politics of mass 

movement and the ownership and control of what is considered public property.

A form of non-competitive competition 

unfolds before the audience. This is Ahilan Ratnamohan’s Drill, an exploration of the choreographic potential 

of athletic movement and training, a raw, stripped-back endeavour to transcend all human athletic 

capabilities and an attempt to find the perfect meeting point between art and sport. 

 

It's like a football match, except strange things start to happen. It's like a dance, except there's no 

soundtrack and no dancers. There's no story, but there are lots of micro-narratives. Sweaty machismo gets a 

poetic makeover as sprinting, jumping, turning, pivoting, falling and accelerating merge in an undefinable 

training sequence that revels in exhausted euphoria.

Cut the Sky is a meditation on humanity’s frailty in the face of our own actions; a ‘ghost musical’ sung by the 

climate change affected, the extinct and the dislocated. A work in five acts based on the poems written and 

spoken by Edwin Lee Mulligan, Cut the Sky includes original songs from soul singer Ngaiire, Indigenous songs 

by the cast and covers from Nick Cave, sung live with thrilling effect.

Dance, video, 

poetry and song collide in this ambitious multidimensional work that showcases Marrugeku’s unique 

contemporary choreography: restless, taut and unwavering.

The Rabbits redefines Australian opera for the young and young at heart. This genre-hopping production of 

John Marsden's allegorical children's book, featuring native marsupials and invasive white rabbits, reflects 

on Australia's recent history and the mistakes we make in the name of progress. The Rabbits is a distinctly 

Australian response to the worldwide experience of colonisation and the impact of displacement and 

destruction.  

 

It is brought to life with a contemporary yet ethereal score composed by the butterfly-voiced, classically-

trained indie-pop singer Kate Miller-Heidke, who also performs the lead role alongside Indigenous 

performers and opera singers. Gabriela Tylesova's stunning designs realise Shaun Tan's illustrations in all 

their mystical wonder, while Lally Katz has turned Marsden's poetic words into an enchanting libretto.

Back to Back’s new large-scale theatrical work, Lady Eats Apple, examines the awesomeness of our existence 

and the simultaneous tragedy of our death.

Staged in a large 

proscenium theatre, the audience sits on stage, facing the auditorium. A thin single cell inflatable surrounds, 

pressing against architectural features. The audience and actors are repositioned in another world, 

rupturing expectation of the conventional theatre experience. 

 

Set within the lush landscapes of the Garden of Eden, the void of nothingness and the frenetic urbane 

jungle, Lady Eats Apple explores human nature and our search for immortality.

To live in a house is to paint it in memory: layer after layer, the outrageous and the everyday, inhabiting the 

walls as surely as any ghost. An intricate mesh of slapstick theatre, astonishing circus skills and powerful 

storytelling, If These Walls Could Talk brings to life the stories inhabiting a single apartment – a place of birth 

and death, joy and despair, the mundane and the beautiful – as lived in by six generations of tenants. 

Bristling with humour, physical prowess and deep theatrical ambition, this is an affecting portrayal of life, 

mortality and the things we leave behind – an astonishing, new work from one of Australia’s foremost 

independent physical theatre companies.

In international maritime language the sound signal of five short blasts means ‘I am not sure of your 

intentions and am concerned we are going to collide’. Madeleine Flynn and Tim Humphrey’s latest work is 

inspired and deeply informed by this maritime expression of uncertainty, drawing attention to the shared 

act of navigating the unknown.  

 

5 Short Blasts takes an audience in small quiet boats onto a city’s waterway to listen. The work literally 

navigates through a series of overlapping spheres of activity, signalled with a composed radio broadcast that 

inexplicably and ambiguously blends with the ambient soundscape. It is a choreography of water activity – 

industrial, community and recreational – and an orchestration of the sound signals and voices associated 

with the water.
